Re:  Summary of the Central Indiana 2010 Campaign for Active Transportation

The Rails-to-Trails Conservancy is leading an effort called the 2010 Campaign for Active Transportation, which aims to
double the federal investment in active transportation (i.e. walking, biking and trails) in the next federal transportation bill.

This was successfully done through the non-motorized transportation pilot program called SAFETEA-LU (Section 1807)
with a total of $25 million for each of four communities over FY 2006-2009. Those communities are Columbia, MO; Marin
County, CA; Minneapolis-St. Paul, MN; and Sheboygan County, WI.

The $25 million per location for the pilots established in SAFETEA-LU did not diminish the road funding for those
communities. It was in addition to whatever they were slated to receive as a result of state and federal formulas. Overall, if
a less expensive infrastructure can be built to accommodate short walking/biking trips, it will save money, logically freeing
up resources for the highways necessary for longer trips.

The Central Indiana region is one of 40 communities competing for a potential $50 million in funds to make focused
investments in infrastructure and programs to increase walking and biking through enhanced connections to transit and
shifting trips away from the automobile.

The Indianapolis regional effort is being lead by Phil Roth with the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPQ), and
Greenways are a major component of being able to show mode shift from the automobile. Three of the seven proposed
projects in phase one include completion of the Eagle Creek Greenway, the B&O Trail and the Pennsy Trail, while the
remaining proposed projects focus on mode shift through bike lanes coordinated out of the Department of Public Works.

Other agencies involved in the 2010 Campaign Working Group include (but not limited to) INDOT, Health By Design,
DPW, IDNR, IndyGo and AARP.

I have been asked to help secure support from the following entities: the City of Indianapolis and the Indianapolis
Greenways Development Committee. Greg Silver signed a resolution on June 4™ after a consensus was taken at the May
21% Greenways Development Committee meeting to support the Campaign.

We need to secure a resolution of support from Mayor Ballard, just as Carmel has done with Mayor Brainard and the
Common Council of the City of Carmel.

Storrow Kinsella, the MPO and Health By Design are taking the lead on securing support from Central Indiana’s
Congressional Delegation including Dan Burton, Andre Carson, Steve Buyer and Mike Pence.

Attached is a packet of information that explains the Central Indiana 2010 Campaign for Active Transportation with the
following documents: A letter to community partners explaining the 2010 Campaign (excluded/included cities, surrounding
counties and other planning organizations), a sample resolution for support of the 2010 Campaign, an explanation of the
non-motorized transportation pilot program, a power point presentation on our Central Indiana 2010 Campaign for Active
Multi-Modal Transportation, the list of Phase 1 projects and their proposed costs*, and a DRAFT Case Statement that will
be used by the Rails-to-Trails policy team in Washington D.C. for their lobbying efforts.

* Costs valued as local match on the Pennsy and Eagle Creek are dollars already spent, meaning this funding does not
require a local match, per se (i.e. $555,000 that Indy Parks spent to complete the 56™ — 46" St. section of the Eagle Creek
Greenway and the 80/20 match for the Pennsy right-of-way acquisition and $900,000 from Governor Daniels initiative
announced last week).

As the Health Officer for Marion County, [ recognize that the time 15 now to
act aggressively to create an environment where both adults and chiidren can
be more active and achieve a healthy weight. As you are likely aware,
Indiana’s obesity rate is unacceptably high and exacts a heavy toll in terms of
health care expenditures. One strategy to combat obesity is to increase datly
utilitarian bicycling and walking.

A recent review of eleven studies looking at walkability of neighborhoods,
estimates that residents in highly walkable neighborhoods take between one
and two 15-30 minute walks more a week than counterparts in less walkable
neighborhoods and therefore would meet the Surgeon General’s physical
activity guidelines one to two more days a week. In Indianapolis, which
during the past several decades, has been designed for the automobile, children
are especially challenged to get around their neighborhoods. The highly
respected Institute of Medicine issued an action plan (2004) on the prevention
of childhood obesity which recommended an expansion of opportunities for
physical activity by influencing the built environment. The work of the Rails-
to-Trails Conservancy is an important effort to address this recommendation
and is vital to a comprehensive approach to reduce obesity in our communities.

Resolution to Support Participation in the Rails-to-Trails
Conservancy’s 2010 Campaign for Active Multi-Modal Transportation
in Central Indiana

WHEREAS, City of Westfield supports the Campaign for Active Multi-
Modal Transportation in Central Indiana because citizens are demanding
more choices for transportation to connect to accessible destinations, that
will drive economic and community development to enhance quality of life
and physical and environmental health; and

WHEREAS, studies show that people are more likely to ride transit, walk,
or ride their bicycles if their destinations or transit stop is less than half a
mile (walking) and within two to three miles (bicycling); and

WHEREAS, constructing a network of nonmotorized transportation
infrastructure facilities in order to demonstrate the extent to which bicycling
and walking can carry a significant part of the transportation load, thus
playing a major role in transportation solutions in Central Indiana; and

WHEREAS, City of Westfield believes that by leveraging the resources of
