WHAT IS THE U.S. MAYORS’ CLIMATE 
PROTECTION AGREEMENT?

More than 600 mayors have signed onto the agreement. 
Participating cities commit to take the following three actions:

• Strive to meet or beat the Kyoto Protocol targets in their 
own communities

• Meet or beat the greenhouse gas emission reduction 
target suggested for the United States in the Kyoto 
Protocol -- 7% reduction from 1990 levels by 2012; and 

• Urge the U.S. Congress to pass the bipartisan 
greenhouse gas reduction legislation, which would 
establish a national emission trading system
