RESEARCH ON ECONOMIC IMPACT OF TRAILS
e Trail users spend $$ on food, water, supplies, and sometimes lodging

o« $1- %75 per user spent daily; 2 M annual users of 5  7-mile Silver
Comet trail = $2 M annual impact

 Trails and greenways increase abutting property val ues (Nicholls 2005)

 Vast majority of surveys demonstrate that trails / greenways
Increase property values.

« New regression analyses show that attractive & usab le
trails/greenways represent 5.7-12.2% of property va  lue for
adjacent property
